Civic Center – Following Public Hearing

I)
The Lord’s Prayer and pledge to the American Flag were waived, as they had been recited at the public hearing earlier.
II)
Roll call was not taken, as it had been taken earlier at the public hearing.  However, Council Member Callahan, 
Council Member Kingsley, Council Member Hamilton, Attorney Baris, and Town Manager/Clerk Gonano were 
present.  Council President Ciotti, Council Vice-President Deaderick (arriving at about 7:15pm), and Mayor McCollum 
were absent.

Consent Agenda Items:

A) Minutes of the Town Council Meeting of August 11, 2011.

Council Member Callahan made a motion to accept the consent agenda.                                           

Council Member Hamilton seconded the motion.

Motion passed and carried 3-0 to accept the consent agenda.  President Ciotti and Vice-President Deaderick were absent.

Guests:
A) Jason Perry – School Road Access Paving:

 Jason Perry asked earlier in the week to be removed from the agenda.
B) Suzette Dukett – Water/Street Paving Issues:

Suzette Dukett read a prepared statement regarding her water drainage problems and street paving issues.  Suzette outlined that Paul had cleaned a culvert near her residence location, but a later storm had produced additional accumulated water, which had backed up into her yard, Debby Olliver’s yard, and Van Horn Antiques on the east side of the railroad easement.  Additionally, Ms. Dukett was concerned about road pavement drop-offs on nearby roadways.  Ms. Dukett produced pictures for the Council to view.  Council Member Kingsley made arrangements with Ms. Dukett to schedule a meeting with her at the drainage site.  The Town map was consulted relative to the drainage issues.  Having arrived at the meeting, Vice-President Deaderick stated that he had visited the site after the storm and talked about the topography of the entire area at the bottom of the Avenue F hill (near 4th Street).  Vice-President Deaderick stated that the water accumulating at the bottom of Avenue F did not come from up the Avenue F hill.  Council Member Callahan summarized the residents’ descriptions of the water flow down Avenues F & G and the related backup.  Vice-President Deaderick stated that was impossible because of the topography of the area at the bottom of Avenue F on the west side was higher going over the railroad easement, which would prevent the water from accumulating on the east side of the railroad tracks.  Vice-President Deaderick argued the point and stated that a survey would probably prove him correct, and he offered that the water must be coming from Avenue G and off the roof of Van Horn’s Antiques.  The residents disagreed.  The Vice-President maintained that visually, the road over the railroad easement was higher than the west side of the easement and would, therefore, prevent water draining from Avenue F from accumulating on the east side of the railroad easement.  Additionally, it was his opinion that the topography east of Ms. Dukett’s residence drops off headed to the lake; therefore water should be draining 

towards the lake.  Vice-President Deaderick proposed that first Council Member Kingsley work with Paul and James to clear the culverts and do whatever the Town can do to ease the situation without consulting an engineer.  Council Member Hamilton wanted to know why the problem hadn’t presented itself until recently and suspected that a cleaned culvert would resolve the problem.  Vice-President Deaderick maintained that something had to have changed for the problem to suddenly exist.  Deaderick then explained that property owners are responsible for maintaining their own water accumulation.  The Vice-President instructed Council Member Kingsley to informally survey the area, Paul and James would be instructed to clean or repair the culverts and ditches in the area, and the area should be checked to see what has obviously changed (i.e. shed installation, driveway installation, fences, changing the grade of the topography, removed structures, etc.) as these features could influence the water flow.  Vice-President Deaderick summarized that after Council Member Kingsley submits a report next month, we can assess the problem and make decisions based on the report findings.  Vice-President Deaderick also suggested the possibility of putting a retention pond in Sportsman’s Cove.  Vice-President Deaderick reminded everyone that professional fixes are costly, and the Town does not have enough money to affect those kinds of changes; however, we can install berms, culverts, and do some drainage ditch cleaning.  Suzette Dukett agreed to the projected course of suggested action.

Citizen Board Committee Updates:
A) Civic Center Ad Hoc Committee:


Lalla Gallagher asked about and was told that the final CO has been issued by the County for the civic center.

B) Land Planning Agency/Board of Adjustment:

Vice-President Deaderick read the minutes from the LPA meeting which had been held on September 12.  The LPA voted unanimously to approve the changes presented to them regarding changes concerning signs in the GU zoning district.  Additionally, the LPA recommended that the Council should not approve signs, but either the Historic Committee or another existing committee be appointed to review prospective sign sizes and content in the GU, C-1, and HC zoning districts.  Alan Kloes was present to discuss the LPA’s recommendations.  Alan related that the LPA thought by having such a review, signs which could be conceived as eyesores would be prevented.  Vice-President Deaderick wanted to know why the LPA thought that the Council should not approve signs.  Alan answered that the Council has too many responsibilities now, and this was one burden that could be placed elsewhere.  The attorney thought that the overlay in the historic district should be changed to allow the Historic Committee to decide matters related to signs; but he thought that the Council should still decide matters in the GU zoning and other categories.  Mr. Kloes thought that the Town should better control signs on 441 through McIntosh.  Vice-President Deaderick stated that he did not want anyone else telling him what to do regarding signs or anything else.  Alan Kloes suggested putting a pre-existing clause in the code covering existing signs.  The attorney will write up an ordinance allowing the Council to control GU signs and the Historic Committee to control signs in the HC district.  The LPA still needs to address accessory uses in the HC zoning district.
The Board of Adjustment met to discuss an application for a variance for Mel Bledsoe.  Motion was unanimously approved by the board.

Message from the Attorney:
A) Final Reading – Ordinance No.: 2011-180 Repeal Discharge of Weapons:

The attorney read the final reading of Ordinance No. 2011-180 for the repeal of Discharge of Weapons by title only.  The attorney explained that the ordinance for the repeal was required to comply with upcoming changing state statutes.  
Council Member Kingsley made a motion to pass Ordinance No.: 2011-180 repealing discharge of firearms.                                           

Council Member Hamilton seconded the motion.


Motion passed and carried 3-1 by roll call to pass Ordinance No.: 2011-180 repealing the Town’s discharge of 
firearms ordinance.  Council Member Kingsley was opposed and President Ciotti was absent.
B) Final Reading – Ordinance No.: 2011-181 Amendment to Uses in Historical Commercial Zoning:


Ordinance was tabled due to the LPA having not made a recommendation on the matter, as yet.

C) Final Reading – Ordinance No.: 2011-182 Amendment to Accessory Uses on Non-Contiguous Parcels:

The attorney read the final reading of Ordinance No. 2011-182 for an amendment to Accessory Uses on Non-Contiguous Parcels by title only.  The attorney explained that the change would allow certain accessory uses if property parcels are separated by 100’ or less of a public right of way.  Additionally, it addresses buffers, parking, and safety.
Council Member Kinglsey made a motion to accept Ordinance No.: 2011-182 as read.                                           

Council Member Hamilton seconded the motion.
Vice-President Deaderick clarified that the change is being made for property separated by a public roadway and allows the property to be classified as one piece of property for accessory uses.
Motion passed and carried 4-0 by roll call to pass Ordinance No.: 2011-182.  President Ciotti was absent.

Unfinished Business:

A) Cross Connection and Backflow Prevention:

Vice-President Deaderick related that he had done research on the cross connection matter and had talked to Manuel Cardona, the DEP Cross Connection/Backflow Prevention expert in Orlando.  This is the same expert that was consulted by Town Manager Gonano while she was writing the DEP-approved cross connection and backflow prevention manual.  The Vice-President related that Mr. Cardona had indicated that the DEP is not looking for the Town to enforce the backflow prevention ordinance on every residence presenting a risk factor that is known to exist.  The Vice-President indicated that Mr. Cardona had indicated that the DEP is primarily interested in preventing cross connections from in-ground irrigation and pools with automatic filling capabilities.  Following that conversation, the Vice-President indicated that he had talked to the GRU cross connection representative, Mr. Williams.  The Vice-President indicated that Mr. Williams explained that the City of Gainesville had adopted a cross connection manual by ordinance.  Deaderick expressed that the City of Gainesville’s approach made more sense than Town Manager Gonano’s approach, as the cross connection manual would allow for easier changes.  Additionally, Vice-President Deaderick asked Mr. Williams regarding the devices being placed on residential properties.  Vice-President Deaderick recommended that the Town install the devices and maintain them instead of placing the burden on the individual property owners.  A plumber consulted by Deaderick indicated that the devices cost about $125, and he indicated that the first one should be installed at Sportsman’s Cove.  The Vice-President also recommended that the Town employees be sent to a certification course for the installation and repair of the devices at the Town’s expense.  Additionally, Deaderick recommended that Debbie write a cross connection and backflow prevention manual per DEP regulations.  Town Manager Gonano produced a copy of the ordinance, survey, and manual already written by her and approved by the DEP.  The Vice-President wanted to remove language in the manual concerning user fees and penalties.  The purpose of the survey form to be sent out to Town residents was clarified as to identify hazards or potential hazards posed by residents to the Town water supply.
