President Ciotti briefly explained our five-year capital improvements plan and detailed that the LPA had passed the update at a public hearing which had been held on October 21.  Town Clerk Miller explained that the update had been mandated with a due date of December 1, 2008 by the Department of Community Affairs.  Town Clerk Miller related her efforts to update the plan by explaining that she had itemized Town capital assets, date of purchases, original costs, estimated replacement costs, and expected funding sources.  Town Clerk Miller explained that the Ordinance would be sent along with the Capital Improvements Element to the Department of Community Affairs, and, if approved, we should expect to see it back for a second and final reading in a few months.
