Special Meeting – First Reading Ordinances No.: 2008-166, 2008-167 & 2008-168

I)
The Council Special Meeting was officially called to order by President Ciotti.


II)
Roll call was taken with President Ciotti, Council Vice-President Deaderick, Council Member Kingsley, Council Member Hamilton, and Town Clerk Miller present.  Council Member Callahan and Mayor McCollum were absent, as was Attorney Walker, per Council’s request.

III)
First Reading Ordinance No. 2008-166 Rezoning Amendment Costs :
Council President Ciotti read Ordinance No. 2008-166 authorizing payment of rezoning amendment costs to be paid by the petitioner. 

Council Member Kingsley made a motion to pass the first reading of Ordinance No.: 2008-166 allowing for all rezoning amendment costs to be paid by the petitioner.

Council Vice-President Deaderick seconded the motion.

Council Vice-President Deaderick asked regarding the payment of fees by the ‘due dates.’  Town Clerk Miller responded that throughout the rezoning process (LPA hearing, first reading, and final reading) the associated costs must be paid by the petitioner prior to the hearings.  

Vote passed 4-0 (by roll call) to pass the first reading of Ordinance No.:    2008-

166 allowing for all rezoning amendment costs to be paid by the petitioner.  Council Member Callahan was absent. 

IV) First Reading Ordinance No.: 2008-167 Repeal Emergency Medical & Fire MSTU :
Council President Ciotti read Ordinance No.: 2008-167 by title only to repeal the emergency medical and fire MSTU.

Council Vice-President Deaderick made a motion to pass the first reading of Ordinance No.: 2008-167 abandoning and revoking the Town’s consent to assess property owners for emergency medical and fire MSTU (repealing Ordinance No.:  2006-149.)

Council Member Kingsley seconded the motion. 

Council Vice-President Deaderick asked why there were two ordinances.  Town Clerk Miller responded that originally there were two separate ordinances, which were passed, and Attorney Walker felt that there should be two separate ordinances involved in the repeal process. 

Vote passed 4-0 (by roll call) to pass the first reading of Ordinance No.: 2008-167 abandoning and revoking the Town’s consent to assess property owners for emergency medical and fire MSTU (repealing Ordinance No.: 2006-149).  Council Member Callahan was absent.

V) First Reading Ordinance No.: 2008-168 Emergency Medical Transportation MSTU:
Council President Ciotti read Ordinance No.: 2008-168 by title only to repeal the emergency medical transportation MSTU.

Council Member Kingsley made a motion to pass the first reading of Ordinance No.: 2008-168 abandoning the Town’s consent to assess property owners for emergency transportation MSTU (repealing Ordinance No.:  2006-150.)

Council Member Hamilton seconded the motion.  

Vote passed 4-0 (by roll call) to pass the first reading of Ordinance No.: 2008-168 abandoning the Town’s consent to assess property owners for emergency medical transportation (repealing Ordinance No.:  2006-150).
