The Council Special Meeting was officially called to order by President Ciotti.

II)
Roll call was taken with Council President Ciotti, Council Member Kingsley, Council Member Hamilton, Town Clerk Miller, and Paul Kelly present.  Council Vice-President Deaderick and Mayor McCollum arrived about five minutes late.  Council Member Callahan was absent.

III)
Road Maintenance:
On Tuesday morning, the Special Meeting was called by Mayor McCollum and noticed to all council members to address the issue of current road maintenance while the asphalt paving company is still working in town.  At this time, there are specifically two areas in question:  Avenue F and 10th Street and Avenue F and 5th Street.  Council Vice-President Deaderick felt that the current water flow was eroding and undermining the edge of the paved asphalt surface.  These two areas both need the pavement to be cut, a new culvert installed, and new asphalt installed.  Discussion centered around installing the new culverts at street level to prevent digging deep ditches in the swale right-of-ways.  Sod would be placed in the right-of-ways when work was complete.  The Council discussed that no water flow would be altered, only repaired to the original design plan.  A proposal to replace all the asphalt at the intersection at Avenue F and 10th Street at a cost of $3,900 was determined not to be necessary at this time.

Council Vice-President Deaderick made a motion to extend the agreed on budget previously estimated at $3,000 to repair culverts to a cost not to exceed $5,000 (including culverts, sod, etc).

Council Member Hamilton seconded the motion.

Motion passed and carried 4-0.  Council Member Callahan was absent.
