Re:  2007 Annual Drinking Water Quality Report  

In accordance with the Department of Environmental Protection requirements, please find attached a copy of the Town of McIntosh’s 2007 Annual Drinking Water Quality Report.

The Town was not eligible for a mailing waiver for this reporting year because McIntosh was in violation of monitoring and reporting requirements.  Water quality samples taken by our water operator for the month of January 2007 were inadvertently lost and, therefore, reports from the testing laboratory for those samples were not generated as required.  The incident has been reported in the following manner on the 2007 Water Report:

“We failed to complete required sampling for Total coliform bacteria on time and therefore were in violation of monitoring and reporting requirements. Since we did not take the required samples we did not know whether the contaminants were present in your drinking water, and we are unable to tell you whether your health was at risk during that time. The monitoring period was 1/01/07- 1/31/07. Three samples were required and none were taken. Monthly sampling resumed in February 2007 and procedures to prevent this occurrence in the future have been implemented”.
